MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING 
Queen’s 90th Birthday Celebrations – Martyn reported that Adrian Burr of Stambourne Chapel is organising an event on 11 June.  It was agreed to donate the sum of no more than £100 towards food and commemorative books from the Bonfire Fund.  All in favour.  
Transparency Code – Debbie reported that a grant of £643.30 had been received from the EALC towards the cost of a new laptop and scanner, together with additional staff time.  She will order the equipment.

PAVILION

Folding tables - Debbie reported that the tables have been delivered and put in the pavilion.  

Insurance Renewal – Debbie updated the Parish Council on the renewal from Zurich.  She will obtain an alternative quote.  It was agreed to increase the replacement value of the pavilion to £20,000.

PLAYING FIELD
Gazebos – Details of gazebos for sale were circulated.  It was agreed that 2 heavier duty gazebos size 3m x 3m with walls would be purchased this year.  The fete committee will decide which ones to buy and let Debbie know so she can order them.  A donation of £100 from the Bonfire Fund will be made towards the cost with the remainder coming from the village fete committee.
Play Equipment – The rocking horse has been fenced off so it could be repainted.  However some rust has been found which needs attention.  Martyn will deal with this using some fibreglass infill.  Debbie will order ½ litre of primer from Wicksteed.  The spring sleeve of the motorbike needs to be fitted.

Inspection Report – Debbie had circulated this prior to the meeting.  It was noted that there were no high risk matters and the rocking horse is being attended to. Debbie will put together a list of contacts and postcode to display on the notice board.
Concrete Plinths – The contractor has completed the 2 concrete plinths and will shortly fit the picnic tables.

The contractor has also levelled the area behind the pavilion and has also been asked to remove the tree stump.  Martyn will ask him to level the area by the car park.
